Located in central western Tochigi Prefecture and highly accessible due to its geographical location being within 100 km from the
Tokyo metropolitan area combined with the convenience of a well-established fransportation network including the Tohoku
Expressway, Kita-Kanto Expressway, JR Nikko Line, and Tobu Nikko Line, Kanuma City has developed as a city that is not only convenient
in its accessibility but also highly livable.

Kanuma Cityis also one of the top producers of strawberries that has gained a high level of trust over the history of production,
shipment volume, and quality in Tochigi Prefecture which is the largest production area of strawberries in Japan. So, we are making
various kinds of city promotion campaigns with a focus on “strawberries,” establishing the “strawberry” as the municipal symbol for the
enhancement of the city image and declaring our city the “Strawberry City."

Kanuma City celebrated its 70th anniversary since its municipalization in 2018. In order to take a step further into the future as

, “Strawberry City Konue'\d,” we will continue to promote the 7th comprehensive plan “Challenge 15 (Ichigo) Project” that serves as a

guideline for new community development and exert every possible effort to realize a “City Town of Flowers, Green and Fresh Streams”
and “City of Smiles and Harmony" in collaboration with our citizens so that our city will continue to develop and advance and become
“Kanuma Chosen by People.”

ABOUT KANUMA CITY
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Kanuma city profile

Kanuma City faces the Nikko mountain ranges in the north and is located in the central western part of Tochigi Prefecture. About 70% of the
city area is covered by mountains and forests, and there are many fresh river streams, including the Oashi River, Arai River, Nanma River,
Awano River, and Nagano River, which descend from the deep mountains in the northwest that separate Gunma Prefecture and Tochigi
Prefecture. Downstream, these mountain streams form the Omoi River.

Blessed with water and green, the city is located about 100 km from Tokyo and easily accessible thanks to the convenience and
accessibility of the well-established transportation network consisting of Tohoku Expressway and Kita-Kanto Expressway and a railway
nefwork such as JR Nikko Line and Tobu Nikko Line.

Kanuma City used to be a post town where “Reiheishi Road,” an old highway leading to Nikko, runs through the center of the city. The city
flourished along with the flow of people as a key point of tfransportation. Many artisans who were engaged in the construction and
reconstruction of Toshogu were known to have moved into this city. Therefore the city developed centering on the woodworking industry,
including the production of doors and windows incorporating the glazing-bar workmanship (kumiko) passed down to this day.

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History and culture of Kanuma City 1
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Kanuma Autumn Festival
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“Kanuma Autumn Festival” is held for two days on the second Saturday and
Sunday prior to *Health and Sports Day” in October every year. This is a regularly
held festival of the Imamiya Shrine that is designated an important intangible folk
cultural property as a “Float Event of Kanuma Imamiya Shrine."” In the year of Keicho
13 (1608) after the Period of the WarringrStates, Imamiya Shrine was reconstructed.
As there was a drought in that year, the shrine parishioners and the local residents
prayed for the god of Imamiya for three days and nights. As a result, thunderstorms
with torrential rains arrived, and it is said that the annual festival has its origins in a
festival they held by offering a halberd and Japanese cleyera to the gods when the
rains stopped. Festival towing floats which are called “Yama,” *Hoko,” and “Yatai”
have their roots in a portable shrine and have changed with the times and
developed into unique local cultural styles nationwide. This festival was registered as
a “UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage™ with thirty-three other festivals in Japan in
2016.

Currently, on the first day of the festival, more than 20 sculptured floats from 34
parishioner towns participate in the festival and “parade into” Imamiya Shrine in a
procession. The floats that gather in the precincts of the shrine “parade Sut” of the
shrine in the evening with their lanterns lit and return to their respective fowns in a
fantastic atmosphere.

During the festival, more than two floats confront each other on the road in some
cases and perform "buttsuke” (banging) while playing gallant ohayashi (Japanese
musical accompaniment) to each other. The spectacle of ohayashi and cheers
echoing throughout the town is the highlight of the festival.

On the secend day, "yatai soroi-biki (ftowing floats in a procession)™ is performed,
with sculptured floats parading around the main street of the city, while “mikoshi
junko” (portable shrine procession) is performed, with a portable shrine visiting a
fown that holds annual duties, starting from Imamiya Shrine. A 300 meter-long
parade of people dressed in fraditional costumes is a sight fo behold.
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Sculptured Floats of Kanuma
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A float is a four-wheel vehicle with a "kara hafu” gable
roof which is man-powered. The interior is divided into
two rooms, consisting of a theatrical platform at the
front and an accompanist room at the back.
Characterized by sculptured decorative woodworks
without the use of woven fabrics, it is called a
“Sculptured Float.”

The conveyance of a float weighing more than 3 tons
is the great appeal of young men in town, not to
mention the sculptured works. Especially, as the four
wheels are fixed and no steering device is provided,
you can see the difference in “teko-mawashi”
(leveraging and turning technique) at the time of
change in direction depending on the town.

A float is not completed at one single time but
constructed over the years, collecting donations from
the local residents and adding sculptured decorations
sequentially.

The most recent float was constructed in 1996. We can
say it is a characteristic of Kanuma City that floats
damaged during a festival can be repaired
immediately and floats can still be newly built even
now. Carpenters who are engaged in the construction
and reconstruction of floats received the “Local
Traditional Performing Art Awards Grand Prize" in
October 2016 as the “Artisans of Kanuma.” It can be

said that sculptured floats are the biggest traditional
Craftworks ofihe “Town of Woodworking Kanuma.”

Age. some 20,000 years ago.

The mountains in the Ashio mountain district and fresh river sfreams
descending from the mountain areas have formed varied and
abundant natural environments. Favored by such blessings of
nature, Kanuma has been a livable place for people since
ancient times. In the city, 389 historical “remains” have been found
as living proof that our ancestors lived and built upon the earth.

Hanganzuka Tomb Mound
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Hanganzuka Tomb Mound, a city-deSignated historical site
located at Kitaakazuka-machi area, is a keyhole-shaped tomb
mound from the late Tumulus period (1,450 years ago). The length
of the burial mound is 60.90 m, but circumferential grooves were
discovered during the excavation, and it was revealed that the
tomb mound is one of the largest in the city having an overall
length of 120 m. It has a horizontal stone chamber at its back
circular part.

There are several legends about the origins of its name, including
Kuro Hogan Minamoto-no-Yoshitsune.

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Myojinmae Remains
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The Myojinmae Remains are located at the Kamidono-machi area around Oshihara Shrine, and their origins range from the
Jomon Period to the early modern period. It has been confirmed that there are remains from a site used to soak nuts in water
from the late Jomon Period (3,500 years ago). which is a very valuable discovery even at the nationwide level, and the largest
funeral venue in the prefecture. In addition to the large number of earthenware and stoneware, wood products and
lacquerware that were left well-preserved as well as horse chestnuts and walnuts that Jomon people ate were discovered.
These remains and relics reveal the actual way of processing nuts from the Jomon Period and also tell that the wisdom of Jomon
people lead directly fo the modern age.

This ritual fraces its origins back to mountain.asceticism in Nikko as with that of the Nikko-zan
Rin-noji Temple. At the beginning of each year, mountain priests employ mountain carriers and
urge people to eat offerings dedicated to Myoken Shrine, while acknowledging their services for
the past year and preaching about mental readiness required for the new year. This ritual also
implies the ritual of succession of the annual duties of the holders and an occasion of teaching
the local residents standard operating procedures of their home town.
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Crying Sumo in Ikiko Shrine
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Sumo wrestling is performed in this sumo ring built inside the grounds of lkiko Shrine is held on
the first Sunday after September 19 every year. In this style of sumo wrestling, two children
from one to two years of age are caried respectively by two local parishioners dressed as
sumo wrestlers fo battle each other with shouts of “Yoisho, Yoisho," with the winner being the
baby who cries first. This is an event that incorporates the Japanese proverb “Naku ko wa
sodatsu” (A crying baby usually prospers) into dedicatory sumo wrestiing, and is a freasured
event with only a few similar events like this being held in Japan.

Nasahara Bunraku (Japanese Puppet Show)
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Nasahara Bunraku, a National Intangible Folk Cultural Asset, is the only bunraku in the
prefecture, passed down from the Bunka era (1804 — 1817). All the members of the froupe
practice this style of art and are nationally recognized for their skill. Among others,
"Pilgrimage Song of Naruto, Awa,” “Tsubosaka Reigenki” and “Picture Story Taiko-ki
Judanme” are well-known specidalties. In recent years, the froupe has even performed in
Germany, expanding interest in the splendor of Kanuma' s traditional performing arts.

Forest certification is performed by an independent third-party body in an assessment of appropriate and
sustainable forest management, as well as forests or management organizations under appropriate wood
processing management.

Kanuma City has organized the “Kanuma City Forest Certification Council” that combines the city and the
forest and lumber industry stakeholders and has received certification for 10,000 ha of forest and 17 companies
have engaged in lumbering, processing and distribution in the city with a view to promoting the forest and
lumber industries and enhancing the strengths of the brand of Kanuma-made products.

Kanuma' s forest-certified lumber is-also being used in the construction of the New National Stadium, Ariake
Arena, and Olympic Village Plaza.
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Kanuma, the “Town of Wood”
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Kanuma Kumiko (Fnefwork)
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Kanuma City has constructed its public facilities made of wood since olden times, and the “Kita
Elementary School,” an active wooden school building, surpassed 80 years of age since consfruction
and is beloved by the local people.

Currently, we are promoting wooden construction of public facilities utilizing local industry in
accordance with the “Fundamental Policy of Wooden Construction and Lignification of Public Facilities.”
In recent years, “Awano Elementary School,” “Minami-Oshihara Community Center,” “Holiday
Emergency Clinic,” and “Nikkori Nursery School” have been made of wood, and this brings a sense of
familiarity and warmth from wood.

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At present, Kanuma City has 111 Machi-no-Eki town stations, with the largest number in Japan,
which are access-friendly fo everyone.

The key station *Machi no Eki New Kanuma Juku" is located in the downtown area and crowded
with visitors shopping for fresh vegetables and other goods, including Kanuma brand products.
When eating out, restaurants offer Kanuma Soba noodles and other light meals using local
ingredients, each restaurant as its shares of admirers.

“New Kanuma Juku” serves as a place to ensure that visitors spend a fulfiling day in Kanuma City.
We gather up-to-date information about Kanuma and provide visitors with tourist information that
matches their purposes.
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Yatai no Machi Central Park
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Kanuma City flourished as a post town in the Edo Period. “Yatai no
Machi Central Park™ located midtown still retain traces of that time.
“Yatai Tenji-kan (float exhibition pavilion),” that permanently
exhibits the three sculptured floats designated as cultural assets by
the city, infroduces the history of the autumn festival of Kanuma
City and sculptured floats. You can physically feel the fever pitch of
the festival through sounds and images.

“Kikusuien" restored as one of the three famous gardens in Kanuma
to its original state is a beautiful Japanese garden with visits by
cultured persons such as Sumio Kawakami, a printmaker, and Shoji
Hamada, a ceramic artist. You can make a circuit of the garden
along the stepping stones at a leisurely pdce, experiencing the
seasonal changes in the sounds of the wind passing through the
frees and the songs of wild birds.

For lunch and tea time, “Okonjac Jaya," a café restaurant in the
garden, is recommended. Enjoy konjac dishes using 100%
Kanuma-made konjac potatoes.

Why not go a little further for a stroll around the town with one of
our pamphlets in hand that are always available at the “Kanko
bussan-kan (tourism and industry pavilion)” 2
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Ki no Furusato (hometown of wood)
Traditional Industrial Art Gallery
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“Satsuki," the specialty of the City, Kanuma is also known as
a town of gardeners. Among others, “Kanuma City Flower &
Green Kaboku Center” can be said to be the main facility
for gardening. =

In the facility, there is the “Berry Chan House,"” a tourist
garden for picking strawberries, and “Berry’ s Café” that
offers sweets and café menus using strawberries. This is a
spot where you can enjoy Kanuma' s strawberries to your
delight.

*Oka no ue no Barbecue Hiroba” (Hilltop BBQ Space) was
also opened in 2018. You can enjoy a barbecue on a hillfop
with a grand view. We will gladly rent out equipment for
your barbecue as well as offering the ingredients including
satsuki pork and Kanuma Wagyu beef as an
“empty-handed plan.” x

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Cultural Activities
Exchange Pavilion
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With an aim tfoward cultural activities and citizen exchange, this
facility consists of a “Creation Studio” that supports the citizens’
creative activities such as art and craftwork, “Local Collection
Museum” that is used for local historical artifacts and cultural
activities, and a gallery that displays various works for viewing.

In the Local Collection Museum, two sculptured floats that are
paraded in the autumn festival in October are displayed to show
the charm of Town of Woodworking Kanuma.

In this place, there was once the west factory of Teikoku Sen-i Co.,
Ltd. that contributed to the development of our country as a hemp
spinning factory. The stone materials from an old stone warehouse

are used for the external walls of the facility, and the stone
warehouse remain as it once was on the premises of the facility.
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Kanuma Municipal Art Museum
of Kawakami Sumio
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Kanuma Municipal Art Museum of Kawakami Sumio that was
opened in 1992 is an art museum that displays the works of
Kawakami Sumio, a woodcut artist, who was known for his works
from the Taisho Era to the Showa Era.

This is an art museum featuring the woodcut graphic art that is
representative of the Town.of Wood Kanuma and rare in Japan.
The building represents the vision of the world of Kawakami Sumio
who loved an exotic atmosphere. Local rocks and the wood grain
of doors and floors used everywhere in the building produce a
gentle space full of warmth.

World famous graphic artist Munakata Shiko is one of the people
who were fascinated by his works. Greatly moved by Kawakami' s
work “Breeze of Early Summer,” Munakata designed to be a
woodcut artist. Kawakami' s works that embrace a poetic
sentiment in a woodcut print and are beautifully colored by
emerald green still continue to be a big appeal.
